Meanwhile our primary school now helps over 275 children from Kamakwie and the surrounding villages. 

Children who have been orphaned or who come from the poorest families attend the school for free and get 

the chance to learn for the first time. 

Due to demand a new building has been opened to help provide more space to teach the children. In Decem-

ber the village also became completely powered by solar panels, this now provides light to the homes as well 

as a power to a new computer training centre and cinema.  

Freetown 2010ñ The end of the year saw a team of Melbourne based volunteers head out to Freetown to 

work on building 4 homes for 45 children. The children selected into the program have all lost parents and 

have since lived and worked on the cities streets and rubbish tips. Almost all of them have never been to 

school and usually eat only once per day. Our new centre opens in February and provides them with shelter, 

food and care and will also open a path back to school.
